Later he became a clinical fellow Neuroradiology and was appointed as a senior staff radiologist in 2009. His primary research and clinical interest included neuroinflammatory and neurodegenerative diseases as well as neurooncology. He serves a reviewer for several high impact journals and for institutions including the Medical Reseach Council, UK, and the Federal Ministry of Research in Germany.
